SHIPLEY'S CHOICE COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION FENCE GUIDELINES

The following are the fence guidelines as approved by the Architectural Control Committee and the Shipley's Choice Community Association's Board of Directors.
42 inch fences are permitted by SCCA covenants.

· Stockade fences / chain link fences of any kind are not permitted.
· Pool privacy fences are not to exceed 48 inches in height or as required by Anne Arundel County regulations. In cases where the pool extends to the boundary or property line. All requests for pool fencing must include a copy of the executed pool contract and a copy of the Anne Arundel County building permit.

· Fences shall not impede surface drainage.
· Only natural and unpainted wood materials are to be used for fences.
· Dogs do not constitute a legitimate requirement for a fence taller than 42 inches– invisible fences are recommended. 

· The finished side of a fence will face the outside perimeter.

· Split rail with low visibility 2x4 black wire mesh will be allowed as a special exception to the fence guidelines with two stipulations. One, the surrounding neighbors on every side of the applicant must sign the application agreeing to the wire mesh, and two, the fence design must include a screening of mature evergreens including holly and boxwood on all sides facing a public street.
· The fencing of easements is subject to County laws. No fencing of common areas will be allowed.
· All fences must be installed in conjunction an approved survey. A copy of the survey must be submitted with the Application.
· All fences contiguous with a public sidewalk must maintain a twenty-five foot set back from the curb.
· All "Self Installed" fences must meet the "Industry Standard" for installation and be erected in a good and workmanship like manner.
· All Corner Lot Fences, regardless of type, must be designed to include a screening of mature evergreens including holly and boxwood on all sides facing a public street.
· All fences must be constructed behind the rear building line of the house.
· Neighbor signatures are required on the supplied ACR by the homeowner.
